Troparion:
Thou didst descend from on high, O Merciful One! Thou didst accept the three-day burial to free

us from our sufferings! O Lord, our Life and Resurrection: glory to Thee!

O Prophet and Forerunner of the coming of Christ, in spite of our honor and devotion we are
unable to give you worthy praise, through your glorious and noble birth your mother’s
childlessness was ended, your father’s tongue was freed, and the incarnation of the Son of God
was proclaimed to the world.

By sharing in the ways of the Apostles, you became a successor to their throne. Through the
practice of virtue, you found the way to divine contemplation, O inspired one of God; by teaching
the word of truth without error, you defended the Faith, even to the shedding of your blood.
Hieromartyr Ignatius, entreat Christ God to save our souls.

Gospel:
The Holy Gospel According to St. Luke. (Chapter 19:1-10)

could not, on account of the crowd, because he was small of stature. So he ran on ahead and
climbed up into a sycamore tree to see Him, for He was to pass that way. And when Jesus came
to the place, He looked up and said to him, "Zacchae'us, make haste and come down; for | must
stay at your house today." So he made haste and came down, and received Him joyfully. And
when they saw it they all murmured, "He has gone in to be the guest of a man who is a sinner."
And Zacchae'us stood and said to the Lord, "Behold, Lord, the half of my goods | give to the poor;
and if | have defrauded any one of anything, | restore it fourfold." And Jesus said to him, "Today
salvation has come to this house, since he also is a son of Abraham. For the Son of man came
to seek and to save the lost."
