Afterfeast of the Transfiguration

Troparion:
The angelic powers were at Thy tomb; the guards became as dead men. Mary stood by Thy grave, seeking Thy most pure

Body. Thou didst capture hell, not being tempted by it. Thou didst come to the Virgin, granting life. O Lord who didst rise from
the dead: glory to Thee!

You were Transfigured on the Mount, O Christ God, Revealing Your glory to Your disciples as far as they could bear it. Let
Your everlasting Light shine upon us sinners! Through the prayers of the Theotokos, O Giver of Light, glory to You!

O Prophet and Forerunner of the coming of Christ, in spite of our honor and devotion we are unable to give you worthy praise,
through your glorious and noble birth your mother’s childlessness was ended, your father’s tongue was freed, and the incarnation
of the Son of God was proclaimed to the world.

Kontakion:
When Christ God, the Giver of Life, raised all of the dead from the valleys of misery with His mighty hand, He bestowed
resurrection on the human race. He is the Savior of all, the Resurrection, the Life, and the God of all.

On the Mountain You were Transfigured, O Christ God, And Your disciples beheld Your glory as far as they could see it; So
that when they would behold You crucified, They would understand that Your suffering was voluntary, And would proclaim to
the world, That You are truly the Radiance of the Father!

Prokeimenon in the 6th Tone:
O Lord, save Thy people and bless Thine inheritance.
(Vs.) To Thee, O Lord, will | call, O my God, be not silent to me.

Tone 4 (Feast):

O Lord, how manifold are Thy works! In wisdom hast Thou made them all!

Epistle:
The reading from the Epistle of the Holy Apostle Paul to the Romans. (Rom. 15:1-7)

Brethren, we then who are strong ought to bear with the scruples of the weak, and not to please ourselves. Let each of us
please his neighbor for his good, leading to edification. For even Christ did not please Himself; but as it is written, “The
reproaches of those who reproached You fell on Me.” For whatever things were written before were written for our learning,
that we through the patience and comfort of the Scriptures might have hope. Now may the God of patience and comfort grant
you to be like-minded toward one another, according to Christ Jesus, that you may with one mind and one mouth glorify the
God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore receive one another, just as Christ also received us, to the glory of God.

The Holy Gospel According to St. Matthew. (Chapter 9:27-35)
