Troparion:

Epistle:
The reading from the Epistle of the Holy Apostle Paul to the Corinthians. (1 Cor. 3:9-17)

Brethren, for we are God's fellow workers; you are God's field, you are God's building. According to the
grace of God which was given to me, as a wise master builder | have laid the foundation, and another
builds on it. But let each one take heed how he builds on it. For no other foundation can anyone lay than
that which is laid, which is Jesus Christ. Now if anyone builds on this foundation with gold, silver,
precious stones, wood, hay, straw, each one's work will become clear; for the Day will declare it,
because it will be revealed by fire; and the fire will test each one's work, of what sort it is. If anyone's
work which he has built on it endures, he will receive a reward. If anyone's work is burned, he will suffer
loss; but he himself will be saved, yet so as through fire. Do you not know that you are the temple of God
and that the Spirit of God dwells in you? If anyone defiles the temple of God, God will destroy him. For
the temple of God is holy, which temple you are.

Gospel:
The Holy Gospel According to St. Matthew. (Chapter 14:22-34)

At that time Jesus made His disciples get into the boat and cross the sea ahead of Him, while He dismissed
the crowd. And when He had dismissed the crowd, He went up the mountain alone to pray. And when it
was late, He was there alone, but the boat was in the midst of the sea, buffeted by the waves, for the wind
was against them.

And when they got into the boat, the wind fell. But those who were in the boat came and worshipped Him,
saying, “Truly you are the Son of God.” And crossing over, they came to the land of Gennesaret.
